9. Why did Faith choose not to leave with Cauley when Cauley and Ethan rode to the
rescue? What made Faith change her mind?

10. Will Logan come back to Cauley, and if so, how will their relationship change after
their passionate exchange? Will their relationship be stronger or more awkward?
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
